August 29 ï September 1, 2008 

Come join us for a weekend of camping and fun over the Labor Day holiday.  Weôll be staying just east of 

Mt. Rainier, in a lovely pine forest setting.  Weôll have a few activities, such as a scavengersô hunt, a mini 

hunt, some mini games (including a quiz game ñAre You Smarter Than An Eighth-Grader?,ò the classic 

ñGuess The Number Of Items In This Jar,ò and ñKamping Konstruction Kreation,ò an opportunity for you 

to showcase your unique design skills).  Weôll also hide 40 tokens, good for prizes.  There will be a potluck on 

Saturday and a ice cream social on Sunday.   

Even with these activities, youôll have lots of time to metal-detect on your own or read a good book down by 

the gold-bearing American River, which runs through the campground.  Some great finds in the past from 

this campground have included an 1899 V nickel, a Barber quarter, and many ñGood For 5¢ò tokens.  Matt 

Mechler found a Walker half, right in the middle of a trail in the group campsite, where weôll be staying!  

Thereôll be a prize for the oldest dated item found in camp.   

The surrounding area has been used extensively for camping and travel for more than 150 years, and the old 

route through the pass, just a couple of miles away from the campground, connected Yakima to Seattle and 

Tacoma.  Lots of potentially great hunting! 

Indian Flat Campground is located in the Mount Baker-Snoqualmie National Forest off Highway 410, just 

past mile post 89 and the Bumping Lake Road turn off.  From Mount Rainier, proceed over Chinook Pass 

and continue along Highway 410 approximately 30 minutes until you see signs for the campground.  Weôll 

also have a CTC sandwich sign just west of the campground, on the south side of the road.  Allow 1.5 to 2 

hrs travel time from most places in King County. south of Seattle   

The gate will open between 9 and 10am Friday, August 29, and stay open until approximately noon on Mon-

day, September 1st.  Come any time as events are planned over all 4 days.   

Weôve reserved the group campsite, so weôll have lots of room, and your campsite fee will depend on the 

number of spaces occupied within this site, calculated each day, with a maximum cap of $10.00 per night per 

site.  The site can accommodate motor homes and tents.  Pets are OK.  The elevation is approximately 2680 

feet. Prepare for temperatures slightly above during the day and colder at night from whatôd you expect in 

King County this time of year.  Whistling Jackôs Restaurant and Lodge is 4 to 5 miles east of Indian Flat 

Campground.
